
FORT BEND COUNTY Fact Sheet
Geography
•	� Fort Bend County is located in the Houston metropolitan area of southeast Texas. 

•	� The county seat is located in Richmond; while its largest city is Sugar Land.

Demographics
•	� Fort Bend County’s current population is more than 530,000 and is projected to  

grow to one million by 2017.

•	� Thirty-eight percent of Fort Bend County residents earned a bachelor’s degree or higher. 

•	� Eighty-three percent of the county’s population is made up of families.

•	� Eighty-three percent of Fort Bend County households are owner-occupied. The national 
average is 67 percent.

•	� Fort Bend County is a minority-majority county, which means that no one ethnic group  
represents more than 50 percent of the population. The population is 40 percent White;  
23 percent Hispanic; 21 percent African American; 14 percent Asian; and 2 percent other.

Economy and Trade
•	� Fort Bend County ranked first in the nation for percentage job growth for the calendar year 

2007 and for the 18-month period from January 2007 through June 30, 2008.  

•	� Fort Bend County’s unemployment rate consistently remains below the national average. In 
March 2009, its unemployment rate was 2.3 percent lower than the national average.

•	� Since 2000, Fort Bend’s annual rate of market value growth has exceeded 10 percent every 
year except 2002, when it hit 9.03 percent. 

•	� With an average household income of $116,000 and an average of 7,300 new households 
being added annually, Fort Bend County residents have about $847 million in new  
purchasing power each year.
